1. Which Partnership activities have taken place so far in the school year 2006/07?

· Students, Teachers, supported by the associative institutions have worked with the application of EOP: filling in data, needed for the communication which was the next step. The teachers but also fellow class mates of the 6 schools involved  trained the students how to use the EOP application. The Task Book for this project has been reviewed by the Govan High School and provided to all other partners. In the meanwhile the Finnish decided to translate the application in Finnish as well to support their pupils on local level as a step for International use., like the Dutch could do because the application was of Dutch origin. Many mails and phone calls were made mutually to evaluate and follow the process. After the meetings in March 2005 in Jarvenpaa Finland, where the idea for the project was launched and in September in Arteixo Spain, where a meeting was held as a “kick off”, some partners met in March 2006 during the yearly meeting of ESP, and attended the official meeting in Scotland at the Govan High School in September to start the project officially. Here German and Scottish students met each other and followed lessons. In December all students have send each other Christmas wishes through the EOP application, as an official start to communicate. In the meanwhile students and teachers were filling their portfolios with data: ID-card, CV, Competences. Working groups of average twelve students from different countries and have been formed  and students have started to show portfolios to each other.
2. Please describe briefly the results of your Partnership so far.

· Portfolios are being filled. Diverse students are communicating. The Portfolio has become part of the curriculum and teachers in the schools are aware of its existence and its added value for education. The task book is produced, modifications are made with mutual agreement. Diverse meetings have taken place. Evaluations, ideas and suggestions have been exchanged. Communication with teachers through the yahoo group is a fact. An new idea to stimulate the dialogue has been introduced during the 21st ESP conference in Piestany, Slowakia: The identity Circle. A website for the EOP-project has been created (www.europeonlineportfolio.com/comenius) and lately a website for the “Identity Circle” as well (www.theidentitycirecle.eu) The PowerPoint presentation of the Identity Circle can be found on the site.
3. Describe any changes from the Partnership as originally designed. Specify the nature of the changes, and their effects. Changes might concern, for example, your aims and objectives, work plan or the respective roles of partners.

· The participation of our Serbian partners were delayed due to the local situation. The Serbian coordinator however did his utmost to meet us frequently even at the Amsterdam School during a passing thru our Airport Schiphol. Especially in the organization we had to face sometimes a leak of communication due to holidays. In this case the planned schedule was corrupted. Many portfolios were not opened yet, so that teachers and pupils could not see them. The technical performance of the Portfolios Interface was sometimes not in order, so our students have faced some problems. Due to changes in the school organization some classes were withdrawn, other changes of group were caused by an early leave of students or due to the arrival of new students. These changes have caused some disturbance in the project, but were inevitable.
4. Which activities are envisaged for the remaining part of the school year 2006/07?

·  The last part of the school year 2006 – 2007 the partners will visit Unna, Germany. Teachers, students of Spain, Holland will visit the students of the Konigsborn school in Unna IN April to follow lessons there and give a presentation of their schools. The visit will probably take place end of April. It would be great if we could finish the Teachers manual also this school year. In September or October 2007 all partners, students and teachers will meet in Unna, Germany, in 2008 we will visit our Finnish partners in Helsinki and in 2009 it is planned to end our project in Amsterdam in the Netherlands. A start with the Identity Circle will be an option as well, also a website for the students (sub domain of EOP-site, moderated by teachers)

5. How do you intend to evaluate the progress of the Partnership and its impact?

· Evaluation takes place continuously, and at the meetings evaluation is a fixed agenda item. Till now the evaluation has been gathered through forms as well. Spain suggested to use “Survey Monkey” as a web based tool for evaluation on distance, which we will surely do. Every school will evaluate the impact in the school itself during the team meetings. Results of these meetings will be spread through the yahoo group and will be placed on the website. Also personal phone calls will still be needed to make quick and urgent changes. 
6.  How do you intend to disseminate and use the results, experience and end products of your Partnership amongst the participating institutions, other institutions and the local community?

· Internationalisation is - pitiful enough - not everywhere a common part of the curriculum. The EOP project however harvest many positive reactions and by seeing it in use and depending the motivation of the students, due to the positive evaluations after inter European visits to other schools, step by step the EOP project could integrate in the main course of the daily school life. The Portfolio fulfils a certain need to improve the positive self estimation and awareness of themselves. The Identity Circle could reinforce the balanced building of identity, the challenge for dialogue and the development of the empty spaces in the so called Johari scheme. 
Publishing our results on the website(s), integrating it in team meetings, writing about it in newspapers in all countries, using the media as indeed has taken place in Spain, Scotland and the Netherlands will spread the idea. Due to the fact that our Spanish partner is working in an  educational centre and the coordinator is detached  as temporary coordinator at the local government, the EOP project is already presented on many occasions. At this moment the local government  announced that they will research the application of EOP for local use, and maybe modified. For the next step to use it in international affairs meetings are ahead and we really hope that our project will stimulate the steps into a march which unite Europe and give students the idea that their interests and goals in life are general and are being faced by many many other young European students as well.
